Colorado County Clerks are conducting a secret meeting with voting equipment vendors in Routt County, June 5 – 7.  At the same time, the equipment vendors are in the midst of a court ordered re-certification of their equipment.
A Colorado Voter Group member was told that the event is private and by invitation only.

Who is paying for this meeting, and why is it private?  What ever happened to Colorado’s Open Meetings laws?

This year the Colorado County Clerks Association brought forth legislation to end open records access to ballots, make mandatory election recounts optional, and end the time-honored practice of posting election results at polling places -- all of which are pillars of election transparency and verifiability.  Thanks to the efforts of citizen activists at the capitol lobby last month, these provisions were removed from SB-083 in the last days of the legislative session. 

Perhaps it would be a good time for the press to ask the clerks about their position on transparency of elections.
